4.1 Description of first aid measures

- General advice: Remove victim from exposure. Keep at rest. Seek medical attention if symptoms persist.

- Ingestion: Not a likely route of exposure for a gas. If swallowed (unlikely), rinse mouth. Do not induce vomiting. Get
medical attention.

4.2 Most important symptoms and effects, both acute and delayed

- May cause dizziness, headache, nausea, and central nervous system depression at high concentrations.
- Simple asphyxiant: may displace oxygen and cause suffocation in confined spaces.

- Contact with cold gas/liquid (if applicable) may cause frostbite.

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- Treat symptomatically. Ensure adequate oxygenation and ventilation.
- Frostbite: treat as thermal burn; obtain medical attention.
